GETT ING STARTED 

DISCUSSION QUEST IONS  

 

1. In the first three verses of Mark’s Gospel, he includes two quotes from Old Testament prophets (Malachi 

and Isaiah).  Have someone in the group read Isaiah 40:3.  Why do you think Mark chose to include this 

quote?  What is he trying to tell us about the identity of Jesus?   

 

2. Have someone in the group read Mark 4:4-10.  What do you think Mark is trying to emphasize about 

Jesus in these passages? 

 

3. Do you agree with Pastor Doug’s statement that “we don’t want a king?”  Do you think there is     

something in the human heart (especially Americans) that naturally resists authority?  Or do we learn 

that tendency from others? 

 

4. The last year has been hard on everyone.  In what ways has this past year been difficult for you and 

your family?  

 

5. Pastor Doug made the statement that “in the desert” (difficult seasons in our life), we are more          

susceptible to substitute kings.  What examples have you seen of this in your life or others? 

 

 

6. What would it look like if you fully surrendered to the Lordship (kingship) of Jesus?  What obstacles are 

preventing you from doing so?  

 

 

7. Have someone in the group read Colossians 2:15-18.  How does that passage encourage you to fully 

surrender to Jesus this week?   

 

 



Action Step:  Pray this prayer every morning this week:  Jesus, you are king over my life, my wallet, my 

weekend, my sexuality, my family, my priorities, my job, my goals, my future, my relationships, my emotions, 

and my decisions.  Jesus, help me surrender every part of my life to you. 

 

Pray for each other:  Pray that the people in your group would fully surrender to King Jesus. 

Pray for yourself:  Ask the Lord to help you fully surrender your life to King Jesus. 

Pray for your four:  Identify four people who don’t know Jesus (friends, family, neighbors, or co-workers/

classmates), and commit to pray for them consistently Pray that (1) God would reveal Jesus to them, (2) 

that God would turn their hearts towards Him, (3) that God would put Christians in their path to represent 

Christ, and (4) that God would give you an opportunity to share what Christ has done in your life. 
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
